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The Supreme Court in the case of Laxmi vs Union of India & others reported
in 2014(405CC 427 directed framing of rules and payment of compensation of Rs.3
lakhs to the victims of acid attack. In the same case, in a further order reported in
2016 (3)SCC 669, it was recorded that that State of West Bengal fully complied
with the directions.

Enclosed is the news item clipping of the Ananda Bazar Patrika, a Bengali

daily dated 17.04.2017. From the report captioned “Sewg A "Fﬁ"ﬂ‘[ | <gife-

W W € [FEF M SSFL” published by Ananda Bazar Patrika on 17™ April,

2017 it appears neither adequate treatment was made available nor was any
compensation paid. On the top of that the victim and his family are traumatised
and also apprehensive of further danger once the accused is released from the jail.
1 The Chief Secretary, Govt. of West Bengal is directed to file a response why
recommendation for payment of compensation as directed in the case of Laxmi
(supra), should not be made.

2 The Principal Secretary, Health & Family Welfare Deptt. is directed to take
adequate steps for treatment of the victim as directed in the case of Laxmi (supra).
3. The Commissioner of Police Barrackpore is directed to keep vigil as regards

safety and security of the victim and his family.
Report/response be sent to the Commission by 5% June,2017.
Police Commissioner, Barrackpore is directed to serve a copy of this order

upon the petitioner through the local Police Station. o
