A WOMAN, stated to be re-
lated to a BJP supporter
wanted in connection with a
bomb attack case. had al-
legedlybeen forcibly taken to
Budbud police station in Bur-
! dwanand subjected to atroci-
ties on Saturday night.

Seikh Sabur, husband of
the woman, said the police
took away his wife, Haitun-
neshwa Bibi from her parent’s
house in Kalmadanga village
last night after failing to trace
BIP activist Seikh Mithun, al-
legedly Bibi’s nephew.

Scikh Mithun has been
absconding since he was
named in an FIR for an al-
leged bomb attack on TMC
leader Seikh Asgar on Janu-
ary 141 Birbhum. Acting on 4
tip-off, a special operations
team of Birbhum police went
to Burdwan in scarch far
Mithus Saturday night, When
the polcie did not find Mithun,
they allegedly took his 22-
vear-old aunt to the lambazar
police station for questioning,

“They took me to the
nearby forestand tiedme toa
tree, after which the Officer-
in-charge of Parui police sta-
tion and Circle Inspector of
Bolpur hit me with sticks till T
. fell unconscious. They
splashed warer on my face and
when 1 regained conscious-
ness, they continued to hit me,
They broke all my fingers,
slashed me with blades and
rubbed poison leaves all over
my body and then took me to
the police station late at
night,” Bibisaid.
